9 May 2021

After lunch, a stroll around the Franschhoek village is a must - historic buildings, art galleries,
boutique stores offer something of interest to everyone. On our return drive to Stellenbosch,
we stop in at the Warwick Estate for a final tasting (www.warwickwine.com). Warwick Estate
is a high-end South African winery in the shadow of the Simonsberg mountains, with a rich
history dating back to 1771. Return to the hotel late afternoon for an evening at leisure.

(www.waterfordestate.co.za). A series of dark and milk chocolates are paired with the estate’s
Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon and Natural Sweet Wines. Again, return to the hotel in the
late-afternoon. Tonight, please plan on joining John for dinner.
